« Mental health declining: anxiety, depression, PTSD
 Alcohol and drug (fentanyl, meth) use on the rise

« Homicide/Suicide/Violence

* Fewer hospital visits for non-COVID medical needs

* Long (COVID) term effects: lasting impact on healthcare system
